The above is hereby changed to:

1. Reference RFP, Page 13, Section 5, Paragraph 2.F, Multi-site applicants: Add additional paragraph to read, “The requirement for first-time applicants is to limit Program sites to 5 or less. Individual sites may be separate physical locations of the same organization, as well as separate organizational entities located in the same building. The primary point for consideration is in limiting the complexity of coordination. For example, the applicant Program may reside in a building with numerous organizations with which they will partner. The physical proximity of these organizations does not eliminate the complexity of coordination between the various site supervisors that will be responsible for member management. Likewise, an applicant Program may have branch offices that conduct the same activities, but at different physical locations, and supervision at those separate locations creates the complexity of coordination. Therefore, first-time Programs should limit their applications to 5 or fewer points of coordination, or sites.”

2. Reference RFP, Page 25, Section VII:  Add additional language to read, “Upon completion of all other sections of the budget, complete the Source of Funds section of the Budget Narrative in e-Grants to clearly document from which all Grantee Share amounts in Budget sections I, II, and III are derived.”

3. Reference RFP, Page 33, Section 9.2, Precontract:  All programs awarded funding under this RFP must be represented at the June 13-14, 2012 Program Director Training. The training on the 13th will be held at the Central Virginia Food Bank (FeedMore), located at 1415 Rhoadmiller Street, Richmond, Virginia 23220. The training on June 14th will be held at the Westin Hotel, located at 6631 West Broad Street, Richmond, Virginia 23230. Representation must be by the individual designated as Program Director, unless otherwise negotiated or approved by OVCS. Other program personnel may also attend, although OVCS reserves the right to limit representation by a program to ensure adequate space for ALL programs to be represented.

4. Reference RFP, Page 27, Section 6, Paragraph 6.1.1 Distressed Communities: Delete the section beginning with the words ‘Distressed Communities’ in its entirety and replace with, “The list of distressed communities issued in the RFP has been updated based on more recent data for all localities in Virginia. The data and subsequent list only includes Counties and independent Cities. Smaller geographical designations, such as Towns or neighborhoods, are not considered separately from the County or City within which they lie. 
The list of distressed communities for the 2012-13 AmeriCorps*State RFP includes:
Accomack County, Bedford City, Bristol City, Brunswick County, Buchanan County, Buckingham County, Carroll County, Charlotte County, Cumberland County, Danville City, Dickenson County, Emporia City, Franklin City, Fredericksburg City, Galax City, Grayson County, Greensville County, Halifax County, Harrisonburg City, Henry County, Hopewell City, Lee County, Lexington City, Lunenburg County, Lynchburg City, Martinsville City, Mecklenburg County, Norfolk City, Northampton County, Norton City, Nottoway County, Patrick County, Petersburg City, Prince Edward County, Richmond City, Richmond County, Scott County, Smyth County, Sussex County, Waynesboro City, Winchester City
The designation of “distressed communities” is based on the criteria below:

Persons in Poverty
(2010 Estimates, U.S. Census Bureau SAIPE)
	Distressed: 150% or greater than statewide figure (or 16.65% or higher)
	Transitional: Greater than the statewide figure of 11.1% but less than 16.65%

Median Income per Household
(2010 Estimates, U.S. Census Bureau SAIPE)
	Distressed:	70% or less of statewide figure (or $42,465.50 or less)
	Transitional:	Less than the statewide figure of $60,665, but greater than $42,465.50

Unemployment Rates
(2011 Average Unemployment Rates for Virginia Localities, Virginia Employment Commission)
	Distressed:	150% or greater than statewide figure (or 9.3% or higher)
	Transitional:	Greater than the statewide figure of 6.2% but less than 9.3%

For each criterion, localities in the distressed category receive 2 points and localities in the transitional category receive one point. A total of 5 points for the 3 criteria results in a designation of “distressed community.”
